At the May General Meeting we discussed a range of New Initiatives for Millfields and the priorities attached to them by members. A questionnaire survey followed. 



The Committee has discussed this at length with Hackney Council Parks Department as a result of which the Council has agreed to  take our ideas forward as a wider  ‘Master Plan’ consultation for  Millfields, starting soon and reporting in Spring 2009. 



At the heart of the ‘Master Plan’ will be our ideas for Park Lodge renovation. It will also cover other key suggestions for upgrading the toilet block in the children’s playground, landscaping and renewing the area currently occupied by John Laing as a builders yard, and providing toilets for public use. 



Ideas which were fully agreed, such as planting a community  orchard of 40 traditional fruit trees, resurfacing the tennis and basketball courts, and returning the South Millfields cycle path to  safer mixed use, will go ahead and not be delayed by the ‘Master Plan’  consultation. A progress report will be given to the meeting.



Members of the Committee will report on the latest discussions with Hackney’s new Head of Green Spaces, John Wade, It is expected that we will have three representatives on the Steering Group supervising the consultation, and that the process will include identifying resources to fund the developments we support.
